Although he did not walk umilwas
two years old, he soon made up for the lost yednifife.
He remained as a foster child in the Tufts’ homd amas
ever grateful to his foster mother, though he nesepa-
rated himself from or apologized for his naturainfidy. The
one request he made from his adopted family wassé
‘Tufts’ as a middle name and registered for the yaras
Edward Tufts Coles.
