These destructh@ughts unfortunate
manifest into poor choices and harmful behavionar$ion often does npt
even know why she becomes explosive, angry andileol&/hen thes
behaviors come out, they often lead to self-injusidehavior and depr
sion. Thus, Shannon has had nine short-term laiggitions througho
North Carolina in the past two years. Just lastkw&&annon had to leaye
Grandfather Home and be hospitalized for a weekder to stabilize hegr
behavior. In the future, children like Shannon banmoved temporaril
to Campbell Cottage versus a hospital, not assstiatth our ministry.
We know that when Shannon feels safe and undeist#at peo
ple care about her, she becomes a remarkablefdlattwith kind words
laughter and a beautiful smile. Fortunately, Sleanhas a loving, adop-
tive mother who cares for her and wants so muchérto receive th
treatment needed to bring her home.

Please pray that Shannon will begin to understdrad she is loved and car
for by many people. We pray that she will begiheal from the hurt of her
past and that she will blossom into the young khdy she is meant to be.
