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 From the CEO’s Desk 
 Changes to the state budget have had an 
enormous impact on our ministry over the past few 
months.  I would like to take this opportunity to explain the changes further, let 
you know exactly how Grandfather Home for Children has been impacted, what 
we are doing in response and also to answer some frequently asked questions. 
 The State of North Carolina has cut mental health funding by 50% this 
year.  Since the Banner Elk campus of Grandfather Home is a “Level III Residen-
tial Treatment Center” for children with mental health issues, most often caused 
by trauma and abuse, we are affected.  An average of 40 children have lived on 
this campus for many years, with 300 days being the average length of stay.  Part 
of the state’s 50% cut to mental health funding included cutting the Level III 
budget by 90%, limiting the total number of children living at any one facility to 16, and reducing the length 
of time a child can stay here to 120 days.  Sadly, as of press time, there are only 13 children living on our 
Banner Elk campus.   
 Grandfather Home, isn’t known for just accepting the cards that we are dealt!  Although we can’t 
change the state’s decisions right now, please know that we have done everything possible to protect the 
children in our care.  Some 34% of children recently discharged from our campus and other group homes 
were placed with Grandfather Home foster families (who are the best of the best!).  Some 24% of the chil-
dren discharged were able to return home or to a kinship placement.  My leadership staff has been working 
tirelessly to develop new, needed services on the Banner Elk campus, such as comprehensive mental health 
care for children and families, day treatment, and respite for foster families.  We also are building Campbell 
Cottage and expect children to be admitted into that new program by September 2010.  With all of this, our 
foster care program is exploding and we are caring for more than 250 children across the state.  We expect to 
see record numbers of children being served by Grandfather Home for Children by this time next year.   

FAQs 
What can I do to help? 
 The most important thing that you can do to help is to pray for these children who are being dis-
placed and often times, improperly placed.  Second, you can write to your local legislators and ask them to 
understand how much their decisions impact the already hurting children.  Last, continue to support our 
ministry financially. 
 
Why can’t Grandfather Home use private funds to keep the kids in the Level III program? 
 We would love to be able to do this and we feel that we could do it because of our wonderful support-
ers.  However, government organizations who regulate agencies and refer children have set the maximum at 
16 children. 
 
Will you make a child leave Grandfather Home if their 120 day stay is up, even if he isn’t ready? 
 Again, because of your support, the answer to this question is no.  We will “scholarship” children to 
keep them here while they finish their treatment and therapy.  Thank you for making that possible! 
 
What are you doing to help the kids that do go into foster homes, but still need treatment? 
 We have recently increased our training for foster parents to help teach them techniques for de-
escalation, behavior management, and positive reinforcement.  We are also offering more therapy services 
for these children, including intensive in-home therapy.   
 
I hope that this has helped you understand what is going on right now.  Just remember—Grandfather Home 

has been around for almost 100 years, and we plan to be around for another 100 years!

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 Beverly, age 15, came into one of our foster homes after her parents sought  
treatment for her behavior problems.  Shortly after coming to the foster home, issues 
with the biological family were revealed. When Beverly became more comfortable, 
she began disclosing things to the foster mom and case manager.  Our case manager 
immediately made a report to the Department of Social Services (DSS) and worked 
with them for several weeks.  DSS took legal custody of her, and Beverly is now in a 
safe environment where she can begin to heal. 
 During this investigation, Beverly’s biological family said that they were 
sorry she had spoken out against them and that they didn’t want her anymore.  They 
brought all of her belongings to the foster mom, removing all her things from their 
home.   
 They even brought her dog to the foster mom’s house.  Unfortunately, the 
foster mother cannot have pets.  Beverly was concerned about putting her dog in a 
shelter and wanted it to have a good home.  Luckily, one of our staff works for a dog 
rescue—and has found a foster home until a forever family can be found for the dog. 
This became our first canine placement! 
 The staff in this case worked diligently to assure a good environment for Beverly. They also understood that 
while the custody of her dog might seem trivial, considering all the other factors involved, it mattered very much to 
Beverly.

 Nicole came to Grandfather Home for Children approximately 
three months ago, wearing medical scrubs and carrying three plastic gro-
cery bags that contained her belongings.  She is 12 years old.  She  is 
developmentally slow and has behavior issues, both results of her abuse. 
 As best we can tell, Nicole was abused physically and sexually 
from very early on in her life.  She was also emotionally abused for 
many years.  Nicole’s mother did not enjoy working, so she made Nicole 
clean neighbors’ houses for money.  Her mother would not send her to 
school, so that she could clean.  She also made Nicole pretend that she 
couldn’t read and write so she could get government money (which was 
never spent on Nicole).  Nicole now speaks about the “head doctor” that 
her mother took her to and about lying to him. 
 Even now, Nicole can read one day and then says she can’t the 
next day.  Strides have certainly been made in getting her to talk about 
her problems.  Each day, our teachers and counselors continue to work 
with Nicole on her education and treatment needs.  However, she needs 
your prayers.   

Please pray for her development issues, self-esteem issues and for her learning needs.

 We are grateful to report that Olivia has recently graduated from physical therapy and is not 
receiving any other medial services at this point.  Sophia still receives physical therapy because of 
her blindness that is a result of the abuse.  She is still developmentally behind, but shows progress 
every day. 
 The mother and father are both in prison and have relinquished their parental rights.  The plan 
is now for their foster family to adopt them very soon!
